Gathered in the presence of Christ we sing uncomplicated, repetitive songs, uncluttered by
too many words, allowing the mystery of God to become tangible through the beauty of
simplicity. A few words sung over and over again reinforce the meditative quality of prayer.
They express a basic reality of faith that can quickly be grasped by the intellect and that
gradually penetrates the whole being.

Silence is observed by all prior to the service for prayer and reflection.

Remaining in silence in God’s
presence, open to the Spirit, is already prayer. (5-7 minutes)

Two ministers will come down the center aisle to light the candle of the person in each row nearest
the center aisle. They in turn pass the light to the others in their row. As the church becomes full of
light, the symbol emerges of our Christian identity as children of the light.

LLORD’S PRAYER & CONCLUDING PRAYER

PRAYER AROUND THE CROSS & MEDITATIVE SONGS

Prayer around the cross is a way of expressing an invisible communion not only with the crucified
Jesus but with all who suffer. While the meditative singing continues, those who wish to do so
come up to the cross to pray. After removing the drip guard around your candle and placing it in
the baskets, your candle is placed in one of the terra-cotta pots near the cross.

A gesture is made such as placing their forehead on the wood of the cross, as a sign that
you are silently entrusting to Christ all that burdens you as well as the difficulties of others. This
prayer reminds us that here and now, risen from the dead, Christ accompanies every human being
in his or her suffering, even when his presence is not recognized.
